REQUIRED TOOLS

If you opt to cut FELTLAP panels with a table 
saw, Fräsch highly recommends the Rock-
well brand BladeRunner model.

FELTLAP panels can be mounted to the in-
stallation surface with brad nails, staples or 
screws. 
 
A power drill with the appropriate bit is 
required to drill through holes in flannery 
extrusions.

Fräsch highly recommends Liquid Nail or 
other comparable construction grade adhe-
sive for gluing PET support strips to FELT-
LAP panels.

Saw blades should be ‘Knife Edge” and not 
serated.We Recommend Bosch “soft materi-
al” specialty blades.

Install the starter strip along the edge where the first 
panel is to be installed, using your preferred choice of 
fastener. 

Fasten the female groove edge to the wall.

Tilt in the next panel to join the male edge with the 
female groove of the first panel.

End Strip

When the last panel is installed, apply a generous 
amount of glue to the end strip.

Fasten the female groove edge of the second panel to the 
wall.

Continue installing panels as shown in previous steps, 
until you reach the final edge.

Insert the end strip into the female groove of the last 
panel to cover the fastened edge.
